Hardware:

Software:  
Microsoft Word and Excel 2000 or later are required.

Some of the documents link to external websites with background information, so an 
internet connection is useful but far from essential.  
 
For correct operation of the Excel spreadsheets, macros must be enabled. If the Excel 
macro security level (Tools/Macro/Security) is set to High it will need to be changed to 
Medium and Excel re-launched.   
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
