These are two images from the ‘passing the ball’ video.   

The first frame shows a player about to pass the ball to his team mate (in yellow) and the 
second frame shows the opposition player (in red stripes) just managing to intercept the ball. 

The two yellow players are 10 metres apart and the on-screen time clock is measuring 
seconds.
